Baab (the door/gate of) Banu Sheebah: It was an entrance
path of Khaana-e Ka'bah opening towards residential area
of the Quraish. During the extension of Haram in the reign
of Khaleefah Mehdi, this Baab although stood in the place
for Tawaaf circumambulation, it was not removed in order

to keep the memory alive of The Holy Prophet's /&¥
entrance in Haram.

“When the Holy Prophet was returning to Madinah after the
conquest of Makkah, he addressed Makkah Mukarramah in the
following words:

Translation: “O Makkah Mukarramah! You are the best among
all cities and you are very dear to me. If my nation had not
banished me from within your territories, I would have chosen
only you as my abode.”
