(because Allah says) that it is Me who gives, and you
solicit someone clse.

That is why scholars have written that soliciting Godly
people directly is Shirk, and Allah may forgive all sins
except Shirk. Remember, just a second of an action
polluted with Shirk is a greater sin than a century of
liquour-consumption! Therefore, safeguard yourself as
well as others from Shirk associating partners in the
attributes and rights of Allah - and Bid'aat undue
innovations inreligion.

“Magsoorah Al-Nabwiyah Al-Sharifah”, the wall that
surrounds the Prophetic mausoleum and the present
appearance of the trelliswork, was completed by
Ruknuddin Baberus, the King of Egypt. Sultan Qayatbai
accomplished its extension. Towards the Holy Ka'abah lies
“Mawajeh Al-Nabi”, the auspicious face of the Holy
Prophet. At the rear side lies “Dakatul Aghwaat” (The
platform of servants), the auspicious back of the Holy
Prophet and “Mehrab-e-Tahajjud” (The site of Tahajjud).
Towards the auspicious head of the Holy Prophet lies
“Rozah Min Riyaz-ul-Jannat” and at its rear side is the
door of the room of Hazrat Fatimah.

Towards “Mawajeh Sharif” (the place where the
visitants pass through after sighting the portion of the
auspicious face of the Holy Prophet), a large perforation
signifies that the auspicious face of the Universal Blessing,
the Holy Prophet, lies straightforth, Straightforth the other
two orifices lie the impressions of the faces of Hazrat Abu
Bakr and Hazrat Umar. Now it has alse been inscribed on
top of these orifices.

When one enters through Baab-e-Jibraeel, “Mehrab-
e-Tahajjud” (the Arch of Tahajjud) lies in front and at the
corner lies the door of the closet of Hazrat Fatimah. The
servants of the court and leaders of Islamic nations enter
through this gate and osculate the wall of “Hizar-e-
Muzawwar” and its covering.

In 88 Hijri Hazrat Umar bin Abdul Aziz preserved the
auspicious closet within five-sided fence “Hizaar-e-

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Abrief history of the Prophet's closet.

A visitant of the Holy Prophet's mausoleum and mosque
notifies the following things:

Now-a-days any person standing at Maujah Sharif
(trelliswork) is presented at the house of Mother of the
faithful, syeda Hafsa, because about 1400 years back there
was the house of Binte Umar, pious wife of the Holy
Prophet(PBUH), Mother of the Ummah, Syeda Hafsa.

The place for Imam when Icading prayers made out of
copper or iron which was erected by Sultan Qayatbai in
888 Hijri. First of all, Zahir Baberas built a wooden
Immam's standing place in 668 Hijri which measured 3.5
meters in length.

The pentagular wall which is present inside the treiswork
of Hely Prophet's mausoleum was constructed by Umar
bin Abdul Aziz (Prince of Madinah) in 88 Hijri which
comprised of carved out stones. It has been proved from
research that there was no door at its any side, and there
used to be a green covering spread over its wall. Even today
these curtain and wall are visited by kings.

Inside thius pentagular wall lies the house of Mother of

faithfuls, Syeda Ayesha. This , too, was built by Umar bin
Abdul Aziz. The eastern wall was madeup of stones and
there was no door in this house. In 888 Hijri, during the
reign of Ashraf Qayatbai, the eastern wall was pulled down
and made with stones from scratch to fill up all holes and
apertures.

Inside the house of Mother of the faithful, Syeda Ayesha,
lie the graves of the Holy Prophet, Hazrat Abu Bakr and
Hazrat Umar. This house was constructed by Hazrat Umar
during his caliphate. It consisted only one door on which
there was a curtain.

In Maujah Sharif, the auspicious head of Holy Prophet
(PBUH) is at a distance of about 2.25meters from the
visitant. The auspicious head is at a distance of 1.60 meters
from the visitant standing in Riyaz-ul-Jannabh.

The roof of Prophet's closet is made out of wooden planks
while a waxen cloth is placed over it to save it against
water. From the ground it is located at a height of 6 meters.
Just above the auspicious grave there is an orifice in the
roof which is opened in the times of famine for Istisqa
prayers.




from the ground level. In this dome there are 76 recesses
and casements which are covered with coloured glass.
Out of these one of them which is in the direction of
Qiblah bears a covering which is possible to open.

Instead of silver colour, it was first painted with green
colour in 1253 Hijri by Sultan Mehmood Khan. That is
why it come to be known as Khizra Dome(Green Dome)
(Note: To get more details, do not forget to go through
compiler's book “Picture album of Masjid-e-Nabwi.™).

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Now-a-days at the place where visitants stand and convey salutations to the Holy Prophet (PBUH), there used to be
the house of the pious wife of the Holy Prophet (PBUH), Syeda Hafsa, about 1400 years ago. The golden trelliswork
which can be viewed at front was constructed by Sultan Qayatbai in 888 Hijri. Within the trelliswork of the auspicious
mausoleum of the Holy Prophet (PBUH) you can see three orifices. Out of these the largest orifice, which bears the
facial portion of the auspicious grave of the Renowned Master and the most commendable empowered one, the Holy
Prophet (PBUH), remains in front of the visitants. A majority of the people are of the opinion that through this orifice,
the Holy Prophet's auspicious grave can be visited.

Remember, at the back of this orifice is a room that is closed on all from sides. To have a glance at this room from its
exterior, there is a path through Baab-e-Fatimah. When the leaders of different nations enter the room after passing
through Baab-e-Fatimah, they visit this wall present outside the room of the grave of the Holy Prophet (PBUH) which
houses the auspicious grave of the Holy Prophet (PBUH). There is neither any door nor any casement to enter it.

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Madinah Munawwarah: Madinah Munawwarah is that
auspicious place to where The Holy Prophet/#¥ migrated and
where he was laid to rest in peace inside his apartment. It is the
center of divine blessings and the axis of divine mercies, every
speck of which is heart-alluring and every leaf of which is eye-
catching, the entry to which is made with spirit of love and zest
of delight, which is bidden farewell with longings and wet eyes.
This is the city where relics of The Holy Prophet/¥ and his

Companions?& are found at every other footstep. The virtues
of Madinah Munawwarah are so abundant that if all of them are
written, a separate book in itself will be formed. There are more
than a thousand names of Madinah Munawwarah, and this is the
auspicious city which is mentiond of in The Holy Quran, too.
The Holy Prophet?#¥ made the following supplication at an
occasion: “O Allah, bestow two blessings more on Madinah
Munawwarah than those of Makkah Mukarramah!”
(Reference: Muslim Shareef, 3336). Also, he¥  said, “T will
intercede for the one who dies in Madinah Munawwarah!”
(Reference: Tirmizi Shareef, 3917). Hazrat 'Umar % used to
pray: “O Allah, give me death in the city of Your
Messenger/#¥” (Reference: Bukhaari, 1890). Each speck of

Madinah Munawwarah is reminiscent of The Holy Prophetr"f!;"j"’.
For this very reason, some elders of ours, like Imaam Maalik
4 spent the whole life in Madinah Munawwarah. He used to

deliver discourses in Masjid-¢ NabawiiZ¥ and would not go
outside of Madinah Munawwarah except in case of
indispensible need, with the object that death should encounter
him in nowhere except Madinah Munawwarah. Eventually, he
was laid to rest in peace in Jannat-ul Bagee'. The migrants of
Makkah Mukarramah had arrived in Madinah Munawwarah in
a condition of homelessness and severe need, therefore, The
Holy Prophet##¥, with the intention of inculcation of mutual
sympathy and aid and assistance between the migrant and
Ansaar Companions /&, materialized a pact of brotherhood
which is called Meesaaq-e Madinah Munawwarah. After the
migration to Madinah Munawwarah were the special
arrangements for congregational prayers and the order of Azaan
was revealed. The mosque which The Holy Prophet/¥,
accompanied by his Companions%, built here is called
Masjid-e Nabawi’z¥. It was in Madinah Munawwarah that
Islam gained honour and prestige, the sanction for resorting to
Jihaad fighting in the way of Allah was granted, conjunctions
about fasting, Zakaat, Hajj, marriage and divorce, slaves, the
imprisoned, the enemies of Islam and Hudood and Ta'zeeraat
were revealed, and Islam reached its apex. In this very place
were the battles of Uhad and Tabook were fought, from here did
The Holy Prophet##¥ sent letters to emperors of the time
inviting them to Islam, from here did Muslims, brimming with
the spirit of Jikaad and the zeal for martyrdom, set-off for
captivating the world. The first capital of the Islamic KAilaafah

Its historical
significance is that once The Holy Prophet/¥ stopped here for rest during a journey and due to scorching
heat, droplets of his perspiration fell here. Later, a skin infection spread in Madinah Munawwarah and no
effective cure was found. When the Companions%/& spoke to him ¥ of this problem, he ordered them to

apply the soil of this place on skin as a cure that proved to be effective. This complaint is passing from
generation to generation in the people of Madinah but according to my knowledge, no such incident exists

in books of about the life of The Holy Prophet/#¥. Perhaps due to the same reason the Saudi government

gets this place filled with water owing to the malconception of people so that they don't use the soil of this
site. (Allah knows best)

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Taaif: After the battle of Hunain was winded up,
the The Holy Prophet/4¥ travelled towards Taaif
with the object of carrying out Jihaad. This was
the very place whose people had pelted stones on
The Holy Prophet%¥ until his shoes were filled
with blood seeping from all over his body.
However, the city was now besieged not for the
sake of personal revenge, but because most of
the opponents of Muslims in the battle of Hunain
were the disbeliever chiefs of Taaif who had
martyred great Companions%( and had failed to
honour to the terms of the mutually agreed-upon
peace treaty.

When the disbelievers of Taaif learned of the
approaching of the Muslim army towards them,
they gathered huge stocks of edibles and took
refuge in the colossal, strong forts of Taaif. The

Holy PrOphetr‘ifg‘ sent Hazrat Khalid bin Waleed

£, whom he had given the title of Saifullah the
sword of Allah as Ameer the Islamic leader of
1000 Companions?@ to Taaif. Hazrat Khaalid

# tried to convince the people of Taaif that it is

in their own interest to surrender, and that
whoever comes out of the fort will be free and
whoever remains linside will be killed.
Eventually, many came out but the majority
stayed inside, considering the forts as safe
havens for them. Hazrat Khaalid 45 called out to

them, “O Jews! Do not be proud of your forts
because forts bigger than yours could not save
the tribes of Quraizah, Banu Nazeer, and the
people of Khyber. Even Makkah has been
conquered now and the people of Banu Saqeef,
too, have surrendered. Therefore, you, too,
should.” But when they did not relent, Hazrat

Khaalid #%decided to attack. It was on this

occasion that the weapon called Manjaneeq
Catapult/ Sling was used for the first time. The

Holy Prophet##* continued the siege of the

people of Taaif for 18 days, and then ordered to
return. the Companions#¢, brimming with the

spirit of Jihad, exclaimed that they didn't want to
leave until the enemies were defeated. The Holy

Prophet’#¥ replied that it is by the order of Allah

that I am telling you to leave. Hence, they
returned, invoking Allah for the guidance of the
people of Taaif. By the grace of Allah, only after
a short period, they presented themselves to the

service of The Holy Prophet#* and converted
to Islam.
