During this lime, Islamic teachings were in
decline because Muslim scholars and Ulama
neglected the necessity of the actual teachings
of Quran and Sunnah. Sheikh Ahmad Sarhind
through his experience and vision worked
diligently for the revival of Islam.

a) Fight against Deen-e-Ilahi: |
Mughal emperor Akbar presented Deen-e-Ilahi
that was a combination of the teachings of
Hindu and Muslim beliefs and doctrine of some
local religions. Sheikh Ahmad gave awareness
to Muslims that it was an attack on Islam. His
efforts became successful when Emperor
Jahangir canceled all orders of his father Akbar
which were against the teachings of Islam and
hence, the infamous Deen=e-llahi came to an
end.

b) Muktoobat-e-Immam Rabbani:

Sheikh Ahmad wrote letters to the noble
personnel of the royal court. These letters were
focused on persuading the princes and nobles to
understand teachings of Islam and to show the
right path to the people and kings.
